ñShow me a sign of your favor...ò   Psalm 86:17 

 

 

Over seven months ago in the early days of October 2009 we moved our offices into tem-
porary facilities on Foothill across from Big Lots. Our first service in the SDA chapel was 
October 18. In the first week of February we moved from our temporary offices to our cur-
rent location in the Four Square building on the corner of Moore and Foothill. Just over two 
months ago at the beginning of March we exhausted all legal avenues to keep our former 
property and found that our future before us would be, well, ñwide open to new possibili-
ties.ò  
During that time the bulk of our ministries have continued as before, if more modestly. Ad-
vent, Christmas, Lent and Easter have been celebrated, sometimes óhither and yon.ô Bp. 
Bill was consecrated and made his episcopal visit, as other bishops and missionary friends 
have come to see us too. New friends have joined us and old friends have moved on. Aco-
lytes have been trained, classes held, our children have continued to learn and grow and so 
have we. We have also gotten really good at setting up and taking down for services. 
Life has continued in other ways too. Babies have been born, loved ones have gone on to 
greater reward, jobs have been lost, changed or found, houses have been bought and sold, 
people have gotten sick, and others have recovered. Many in our parish family have gone 
through difficult and refining times in relationships, finances and health. To top it off the 
lovely little ñend bracketsò to these events have been the evacuations for threat of the Sta-
tion Fire and fear of mudslides.  
So --- as I approach my two year anniversary with you this July, I am tempted to pray for a 
little monotony and boredom, enough of this kind of óCalifornia funô! But, I have been fixing 
my eyes on Jesus and ñdoubling downò (so to speak) in prayer for a sign of Godôs favor. Ps 
86:17.  I want more excitement actually, just of the right sort. So I invite you to join me in 
praying and believing for Godôs favor. Join me in regularly praying psalm 86 for ourselves, 
our families and our church. 

And to help that along, letôs make sure we address those little niggling arrows of doubt from 

the enemy of our souls. On Ascension Sunday I noted that the wide ranging cacophony of 

events in the book of Acts can seem random and confusing, if we forget Godôs purpose is 

to advance his Kingdom. That is always the context of the church and it is our context as 

well, even as he tests and refines us. Even as he calls us to greater trust, greater persis-

tence, and greater prayer, Godôs overriding purpose continues to be the spread of his king-

dom. So letôs pray for the spread of his kingdom and align our hearts and minds to his plan 

and his mission. As that happens God will show forth his glory. Dare I say that perhaps our 

worship these last few Sundays has been a hint of that sign of his favor? Do join me in 

praying and believing for a sign of our Lordôs favor and he will give it.
